☻Rowley Grange was organized on June 18, 1894 by Mary Q. Kinsman, Deputy State Grange Master.


☻Grange is the only fraternal organization that includes women in its membership.


☻Rowley Grange and the Rowley Volunteer Fireman purchased a truck with trading stamps in the 1960’s.


☻Rowley Grange headed the doctor and dentist search committee that resulted in the late Dr. LaPaglia opening his office in Rowley.


☻Rowley Grange has assisted the Pine Grove School by donating a computer, and donating $500.00 to the 5th grade environmental camp fund.


☻Rowley Grange received National recognition for its 2000 Community service program.


☻    Grange members come from all walks of life.  While Grange roots began in agriculture, today’s Grange foundation is community service.


☻The National Grange is the only organization with a nationally-based program that serves deaf, hard-of-hearing, and hearing persons, through its Deaf Activities Committee, who
