Atlantic Clarion Steel Band in town for Rowley Grange Anniversary


    The Atlantic Clarion Steel Band, a small group of musicians who play finely tuned steel drums, will be giving a concert that evening. These hand made instruments, provide a pleasant and unique musical experience.  


    The band was founded in 1974 by Carl Chase.  At the time, the idea of making a musical instrument out of a 55 gallon oil drum was familiar only in the Caribbean Islands, which is were Chase become intrigued with the sound, the music, and the concept.  He came back to Maine and began making “pans.”


     A band was born as soon as the second instrument was made, and then the group quickly grew to 10 musicians. Everyone was self-taught, and the repertoire was an eclectic sampling of everyone’s favorite tunes.  They had do real idea of the origin of the steel drum, or even that its birthplace was the island of Trinidad, but their sound was certainly unique for the New England area.


     As the years have gone by, and with a visit to Trinidad in 1987, the band has improved in many ways since their humble beginnings.  The magic of the “pan” music has captivated audiences throughout New England.  In the 1980’s the Band began to promote the use of steel drums in the schools and in workshops and educational concerts.


    Since about 1990, the Atlantic Clarion Steel Band has consisted of 6 players: tenor pan, double second pans, guitar pans, cello pans, bass pans and a drummer/percussionist.


    They have performed at Lincoln Center in NY and all over New England. And we look forward to their concert on June 18th!
